Membership of NAMUR

1. Who can become a member (see governing articles)?
Only companies may apply for membership. Membership is not awarded to individuals.

Only companies in the process industry, service companies which are primarily active in the process industry or technical scientific organisations can become full NAMUR members. They should support the interests of users and may not be simultaneously members of a manufacturers’ association.

2. What benefits does membership hold for me?

NAMUR has detailed the benefits in a comprehensive paper (see explanation of benefits inherent in NAMUR membership).

3. What costs does membership entail?

The annual subscription as of the 01.01.2007 is 1,200 €.

Participation in the Committees is honorary (i.e. costs for overnight stays, accommodation and meals are borne personally by each participant).

No conference fees are charged for participation at the NAMUR Members Annual General Meeting. Costs for the overnight stay, accommodation and meals are borne personally by each participant.

4. How do I become a member?

Simply send a written application to the NAMUR Office. An application form containing the most important information is available from the NAMUR Office and in the internet, but this is only intended as an aid and need not be used for your application.

Please send documents outlining the field in which your company is active so the criteria for membership can be examined. The nomination of a NAMUR representative with voting rights is necessary who will then channel correspondence between the NAMUR Office and the company. This representative participates in the Members General Meeting.
The Board of Management will reach a decision on the application (see governing articles).

The company is a member with immediate effect if the application is approved.
